Synopsis of:
The Tipton County Drainage Board met on Monday, August 24, 2015 at 12:30 p.m. in the Conference Room on the First floor of the Tipton County Courthouse.

Meeting called            
To order: 
President George Tebbe called the meeting to order.
Approval of
Minutes:                      Secretary Heather Terry presented the minutes from July 27, 2015 meeting. Mike Cline motioned to approve the meeting minutes from July.  Joe VanBibber 2nd the motion. With no further discussion, the minutes were approved. 
New Business:
Glass Metlin:  Jason reported to the board that he and George Tebbe had a sight visit there. Jason shared a video of the tile, installed in the late 90’s.  This ditch is located near SR 28 and 500 West.  It takes in nearly all the water from Chrysler and from IMPA plant, goes to west side of 31.  As the video plays it is obvious the tile chokes. The camera does not get across 28.   There are breaks or collapses or pinches in the tile and there are visible roots.  Mike Cline asked what might have caused the collapsed areas.  Jason suggested possibly driving over the tile, in the grassy area.  This is a 24” tile and Jason stated that in order to open this up it would require jet-rod due to it being a corrugated tile. There was a lawsuit in the past with this tile by Mr. Stillbower, however he is not the complaining party this time. Jason wanted the board to be aware of this because it also affects the south side of 28 and some concrete boxes that will be replaced by the state. The board was provided with a letter of support from the job engineer, Brad Rayl, at the time of tile installation, praising VanHorn’s quality and job performance. Jason stated that VanHorn’s work practice in our county is completed to job specifications. Jason stated Mr. Stillbower is working with the county now and that new flood plains have been designated.  This issue was noticed while installing a latteral to help with drainage of the waterway that follows near the tile.  This tile goes northwest and comes in at the county woods in the area.   Scot VanHorn did speak on behalf of VanHorn Excavating stating they do not take lightly to any accusations that they may have cut corners on this project.  Scot states they stand behind their work and they do every job to the specs spelled out.  Jason will review the original scope and specs and compare to the current situation.
Dixon Creek:  Glass Metlin feeds into Dixon at Findling’s that live near 500 N and SR 28.   The storm took down some trees along Dixon on their property which caused them concern about what might be next and concerns about their bridges.  Jason Henderson, George Tebbe, and Phil Beer met there.  They noticed some serious erosion control issues and did some field engineering to create a plan.  Jason will get some estimates on under-digging the bottom and laying some rock & felt, and laying the banks back 2:1.  The Findling’s are upset about the trees they will lose but they understand the situation and do not want it to get worse in the future. Jason reminded the board that they approved an increase to Dixon last year, which will fund this project. 
Private drain issue:  Jason just wanted the board to be aware of an issue in the northern part of the county. The issue is a tile that is on two property owners’ land and the one landowner does not seem to want person’s on his property to fix this tile to aid in proper drainage. Jason Henderson has sent letters to both parties, notified them of the process, and offered mediation.  Jason Henderson thinks this will work itself out, but wanted the board to be aware.
 Old Business:
Fred Toll update:  Jason had been in contact with Sean Flannery, which has been his primary contact for this issue.  Mr. Flannery sent a message that Blazer is working to get an estimate on cutting the surface drain, in partnership with Burgan’s if they agree.  Sean asked Jason to do some additional work and research to get his opinion on the best practice to fix the Pace’s property, and most or all of the other property’s before he asks for money. Jason noted that Howard County had recently put hot mix from 19 to 213 even though they had already agreed to replace a structure pertaining to this issue.  The Pace’s spoke and stated they seem to be the ones that get flooded the worst. Jason explained what has happened up to this point and what to expect next. George Tebbe and Mike Cline stated it works best if there is communication and if everyone works together.  Mrs. Pace stated they do not want to pay for something that will not fix their standing water issue.
New Business:
Polywog Watershed:  Jason brought to the board that last year this needed some attention so they got estimates and did work on one side, including seeding.  Jason stated they have since revisited this site and a lot has changed in 6-7 months and the issue is bigger than originally thought.  There is 3100 feet of bank in a pasture that really needs cleared to the Polywog outlet.  Jason and Craig Newcom both state the landowners are on board for this work.  Craig provided three different estimates/options to the board.  Jason helped explained these three estimates. Jason reported there is $106,000.00 in the Pollywog fund, minus approximately $30,000 due to Extreme Excavating for already approved work, and the Pollywog does collect this year.  Jason Henderson recommended accepting the job and estimate for the 3100 feet through the pasture. George Tebbe agreed to do both sides at once.  Joe VanBibber moved to accept the surveyor’s recommendation to clear 3100 feet through the pasture of both banks and dredge on the Marley ditch in the Pollywog Watershed for $34,720.00 by Extreme Excavating.  Wyatt Johnson 2nd the motion.  With no further discussion the motion passed. Kurt Fettig spoke on behalf of the Charles ditch (which is par of the Polywog Watershed).  He stated his family lives along most of that ditch and they have no trees.  Mr. Fettig has put about 40,000 feet of tile in himself and it is dire need of dipping.  He states his outlets are barely above summer water pool.  He asked the Charles ditch stay on the boards minds for work next.  He is appreciative of the work at Pollywog.  The board discussed this ditch and the estimate provided for this section, of $14,945.00.  Mr. Newcom stated he would wait until after harvest to do start this project. There is still a fall tax draw to come in and Mike Cline states there may be a bigger project in the spring to do.  Wyatt Johnson made a motion to accept the estimate from Extreme Excavating or $14,945.00 on Charles ditch.  Gerald Shuck 2nd the motion. With no further discussion the motion passed.  George Tebbe has been to this site and agrees with the board’s actions.  Extreme Excavating will do the work sometime this fall. 

JA Davenport:  George Tebbe and Jason Henderson met with Davidson Excavating for this project.  Jason Henderson stated based on some price research he thinks the county can purchase the pipe cheaper than the contractor can.  Heather provided the board with the amount currently collected to front load this project, totaling $130,395.73, which is more than half.  Jason noted the Tyner’s only paid half so far, but the remaining will be paid before spring taxes.  There was discussion about the GDI fund balance and Jason is supportive of the project and the GDI fund.  Wyatt Johnson clarified the worse case scenario would be using the GDI to pay the unpaid moneys upfront and Jason agreed.  Wyatt Johnson also asked about the two contractors on the list and Jason explained that only one was a qualified bid, and that the job was properly advertised. There was board discussion about some hickenbottoms and other structures, their costs, and their locations. Some structures will be inlets.  Jason recommends Davidson Excavating for this project.   Wyatt Johnson moved to accept the Davidson bid for the JA Davenport reconstruction project for $238,235.00. Mike Cline 2nd the motion. With no further discussion, the motion passed. 
Claims:
Wyatt Johnson moved to approve the claims for $33,054.70.  Joe VanBibber 2nd the motion.  With no further discussion the motion passed.
Board Business:
The next meeting is September 21, 2015.

Mike Cline made motion to adjourn the meeting.  Gerald Shuck 2nd the motion.  With no further discussion, the meeting adjourned.
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
