Synopsis of:
Tipton County Drainage Board: Monday, April 18, 2016 at 12:30 p.m

MEMBERS PRESENT: George Tebbe, Mike Cline, Gerald Shuck, Joe VanBibber, Wyatt Johnson, Jason Henderson, and Heather Terry. 
OTHERS PRESENT:
Vicky Boyd, Morris Stillabower, Keith Saul
CALL MEETING TO ORDER: President George Tebbe called the meeting to order.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES: Secretary Heather Terry presented the minutes from the March 21, 2016 meeting. Joe VanBibber made a motion to accept the minutes as presented.  Mike Cline 2nd that motion.  With no further discussion the motion passed.  
NEW BUSINESS:  
Rilynn Woods Subdivision: This subdivision is in Prairie Township.  It is a minor 2-lot subdivision.  The subdivision has been through a public hearing with the planning commission. The property drains to the north. George Tebbe verified the septic outlet lines are on the drawing. Wyatt Johnson asked if there are any issues with the county highway right of way.  Jason stated Brett Morris has approved the plans.  Wyatt Johnson moved to approve the drainage plan for the Rilynn Woods subdivision.  Gerald Shuck 2nd the motion.  With no further discussion the motion passed. 

Letter to INDOT: Jason Henderson requested the boards’ approval to prepare a letter to the Indiana Department of Transportation concerning the pipes under SR 28 near county road 500 West. The Greenfield District has relayed that they do not intend to work on this tile until approximately 2021.  Joe VanBibber asked if this was a date or just a suggestion for a revisit of the issue.  Jason replied that he is not certain but that INDOT is the only agency involved. Jason told the board that the county could have a reconstruction hearing and cause the state to do the requested work.  Jason also thanked Wyatt Johnson for his help.  It was the boards hope that the state would make this improvement while working on the 28/31 interchange. There was some discussion about some verbiage in the letter.  Joe noted the Tipton County Commissioners have already submitted an enhancement request.  Joe also recommended sending this letter to additional persons other than just Luis Laracuente. Joe will provide the mailing information to Jason for these individuals. Wyatt Johnson moved to send the letter to INDOT with the small changes discussed.  Gerald Shuck 2nd the motion.  With no further discussion the motion passed. 
OLD BUSINESS: 
Glass Metlin:  Jason reminded the board we have discussed the Glass Metlin and placement of the tile on the north side of 28.  Jason contacted contractors about this project and none of them had time to prepare a quote at the time.  Jason did bring the cost comparison to the Wolverton Foster so that Mr. Stillabower and the board had an idea of costs.  Jason’s surveyors estimate is $11,500.00.  Jason does plan to have contractors quotes to present to the board at the next meeting.  The Glass Metlin drain fund is currently at  -$935.00.  The drain brings in $1,050.00 a year.  Which means the board should consider a maintenance increase. 
Savannah Snow:  Jason noted that some of the board is familiar with this issue.  F&R did work that was not acceptable.  The board attempted to execute the bond, however, the company filed bankruptcy. ADI purchased F&R and is attempting to work with the county to remedy the issues.  Jason has a verbal commitment from Lyle Heath and Lyle has talked with the owner of ADI.  
SURVEYOR REPORT:

Prairie Creek:  Andy Overdorf has been in about downed trees in the creek.  Jason also noted some erosion control issues.  Maintenance project to remove the obstructions / trees will be presented this year.
Mud Creek:  This has been walked and there were some obstructions found.  There are some damaged outlets west of Beaver Point in Windfall.  A maintenance project to remove the obstructions / trees will be presented for consideration at the next meeting.
Kaufman:  Jason drove the entire bank with Doyle Hobbs.  Others have been in the office with concerns.  Jason suggested the board go look at it.  Some of the landowners have not been good stewards of the properties.  Jason did note that we share this ditch with Hamilton County so he will talk with Kenton Ward.  Maintenance project to remove the obstructions / trees will be presented this year.

CLAIMS: Mike Cline moved to approve the claims for $47,048.91.  Gerald Shuck 2nd the motion.  With no further discussion the motion passed.  Heather noted the check from Beck’s Hybrids was brought in.
Jason made the corrections to the letter for INDOT and brought it to the board for signature.

Mike Cline mentioned changing our next meeting due to the next commissioners meeting and the holiday.  Mike suggested moving the next meeting to May 16, 2016 instead of May 31, 2016.  Jason noted that date is too soon due to public hearing notices.  The next meeting will remain on Tuesday, May 31, 2016, at 12:30.

Mike cline also asked for a spray list for the drainage board.  Jason stated there is not a spray list.  Mike noted there are some ditches that are beyond spraying but that would not require excavation.  He suggested that Jason look into maintaining some of the ditches that we have spent time and money on in the past.  There was board discussion about this and some examples were given.  
George Tebbe mentioned a tile issue 400 W, near Doug Heath’s new house on Baird’s property.  George stated there is some rock and debris in the tile.  George thought maybe the county highway should look at it.

PUBLIC COMMENT:  Morris Stillabower approached the board asking for details about work and completion dates for his property.  He asked if the board had approved replacing the tile.  George Tebbe stated no, because we do not have any quotes in yet.  The board will not approve installing new tile without quotes for the project.  It was verified that the board intends to have quotes brought to the board for the May meeting.  Those quotes will be taken under advisement of the board.  President Tebbe noted that even if the project is awarded at the May meeting that does not promise work to start on June 1.  There was some discussion about erosion.  Mike Cline mentioned the cost and timing of the county doing very much work on this project only for the state to come in and tear it up, it should be a coordinated effort.  George reminded Mr. Stillabower that the board approved a letter to INDOT trying to help us remedy this tile.  Mr. Stillabower presented his suggestions for fixing his property, as he wants it. 
ADJOURNMENT:
Mike Cline made motion to adjourn the meeting.  Joe VanBibber 2nd the 
motion.  With no further discussion, the meeting adjourned.
