President Mark Heirbrandt called the meeting to order. 
Minutes:

President Heirbrandt presented the minutes from the January 20, 2016 meeting and asked for any discussion. Heather stated she printed the wrong copy of minutes. She will correct and email the corrected minutes from January to the board. Brad Bagwell motioned to approve the January minutes as amended. Jay Rayl 2nd the motion.  With no further discussion, the motion passed.

Finances & Claims:
Jay Rayl presented the claims totaling $50,167.75.  Brad Bagwell made the motion to approve the financial report.  Jay Rayl 2nd the motion.  With no further discussion the motion passed.
Surveyor’s Reports:
Jason – Jason reported to the board that VanHorn Excavating is done in the park with the tree clearing and clean up. 

Kenton – Kenton reported that VanHorn Excavating is done with the Hamilton County work.  There have not been any addition troubles from the public.  Steve has a trip planned down the creek to check the work.  

BOARD ENGINEER REPORT:

Siavash Beik, with Christopher Burke Engineering:  Siavash spoke to the board about the Two-Stage ditch project.  He stated there was a meeting with the field surveyor and all the requirements are being met.  The design process is moving forward.  The hope is to be ready for bidding by the end of 2016.
Next Siavash spoke about the Prairie Creek project.  The survey data is done as well as the hydrology report.  These have both been sent to the Indiana Department of Natural Resources for approval.  IDNR will approve the flow values first, and then the team will move into hydraulic model. Siavash will report any new information to the board. 

Siavash updated the board on the Tobin Ditch project. There was a small tweak needed in the floodway plan before approval.  CBE will send the final report to the board and to the city once, it is complete. This will determine the new risk areas. Jason asked if the new floodway plan approval would be available in the map revisions for floodplains.  Siavash stated it would.  
Finally, the Mt. Pleasant Stability Project was discussed.  Bob Barr and Jeff Foxx plan to go to the field to do an assessment.  Siavash hopes to have an update for the next meeting. President Heirbrandt asked if there had been any flooding issues.  Siavash stated no. 
BOARD BUSINESS
Jason brought to the board the possibility and legalities of the claims for the Big Cicero Creek Joint Drainage Board to not have to go before the Tipton County Board of Commissioners.  The Big Cicero board does not meet regularly.  Some of the vendors carry a large financial load until the board approves claims and then they have to wait additional time just for the approved claims to go to the Tipton County BOC.  Jason thinks this board should be able to approve its own claims and have them paid in due time by the Tipton County Auditor.  Jason asked if Board Attorney Steve Holt would write a letter to the auditor stating this.  Steve asked if this was a new problem.  Jason stated no, but the auditor will not do this solely based on Jason’s word.  Steve and the board agreed the Tipton BOC should not need to approve the Big Cicero Creek’s already approved claims.  Steve suggested that Mark or Jay speak to the commissioners prior to the letter being sent to Greg Townsend, Tipton County Auditor.  Jay Rayl will speak with all three commissioners and let the board know when this is done and if there are any objections. 

Mark Heirbrandt asked if Kenton had any recent updates from Citizens Energy about the dredging in Hamilton County.  Both sides of the bridge are really building up with silt.  Kenton reminded the board that his recollection of the hold up is that IDEM will not approve the haul road. Kenton has heard that they may be going to Hinkle Creek instead of Big Cicero due this hold up.  Attorney Holt mentioned a possible letter to the governor 

about the IDEM situation, with the commissioners from the board’s four jurisdictions support. The board does recall this previous conversation.  Kenton will get additional information.

Brad Bagwell made the motion to adjourn. Byron Loveless 2nd the motion.  With no further discussion, the meeting adjourned.
