President Mark Heirbrandt called the meeting to order.  First on the agenda was the election of officers.  Brad Bagwell made the motion to retain the same slate of officers as 2015, including board surveyors.  Bert Weaver 2nd the motion. With no further discussion the motion passed.  The board had a copy of the contract for Holt Legal Services. Bert Weaver then made the motion to accept the Holt Legal Services contract for the 2016 year.  Brad Bagwell 2nd the motion. With no further discussion the motion passed.
The board also had a copy of the contract for CBE On-Call Services.  Brad Bagwell made the motion to accept Christopher Burke Engineering as the board engineer company for On-Call services.  Jay Rayl 2nd the motion.  With no further discussion the motion passed.

Minutes:

President Heirbrandt presented the minutes from the November 25, 2015 meeting and asked for any discussion.  Jay Rayl motioned to approve the November minutes. Brad Bagwell 2nd the motion.  With no further discussion, the motion passed.

Finances & Claims:
Jay Rayl presented the claims totaling $21,066.06.  Jason noted that we had posted fall tax deposits. The new remaining balance is $406,992.28. Bert Weaver made the motion to approve the claims. Brad Bagwell 2nd the motion.  With no further discussion the motion passed.
Maintenance Bids:  The Tipton County Surveyor’s office received one sealed bid for yearly maintenance on Big Cicero Creek for 2016.  VanHorn Excavating submitted a bid for annual maintenance on Big Cicero Creek. Mr. Holt reviewed the sealed packet and noted it was complete, and read a few items to the board.  Mr. VanHorn spoke to the board stating there were no major changes over last year.  Brad Bagwell made the motion to approve this bid pending the surveyor’s review. Jay Rayl 2nd the motion. With no further discussion the motion passed. 
Surveyor’s Reports:
Jason – Jason presented the board with an estimate from VanHorn Excavating to remove trees in Tipton Park.  CBE put together an exhibit for this plan. Jason added the city is on board with this plan. This is necessary step towards the proposed shelving project and is necessary to limit the risk of obstructions. These are large trees that are close to falling into the creek or that are dying. Scot VanHorn put in a good deal of time looking at the plan by CBE and in the park looking at the area.  Scott spoke on behalf of his estimate and the possible issues he sees for the project.  The estimate is $46,525.00 and per Scot VanHorn this is a “not to exceed” price.  President Heirbrandt verified that there are no objections from the city nor Commissioner VanBibber.  Mr. Holt asked when Scot would start this tree project.  Scot plans to start soon and hopes to be done by March, utilizing the winter down-time for the park.  Brad Bagwell made the motion to accept VanHorn’s estimate for the tree removal in the amount not to exceed $46,525.00.  Bert Weaver 2nd the motion. With no further discussion the motion passed. 
BOARD ENGINEER REPORT:

Siavash Beik with Christopher Burke Engineering spoke presented a preliminary field assessment for the Mt. Pleasant Reach Bank Stability project. There was positive discussion in support of this project. Kenton stated it needs to be done.  Brad Bagwell made a motion to approve the field assessment for the Mt. Pleasant reach. Jay Rayl 2nd the motion. With no further discussion, the motion passed. 

Next Siavash presented an update of the 2-Stage ditch project. CBE representatives have met with the Tipton stakeholders.  Siavash stated the updated costs and layouts should be complete in about a week. Jason suggested once the new plans including costs are complete that the board surveyor’s meet with BCE to go over technical standards prior to the next meeting of the BCDB.
BOARD BUSINESS:  Heather stated that she received a certificate of liability insurance coverage from Christopher Burke and it will be on file in the office.  

With some discussion, the next Big Cicero Creek Joint Drainage Board meeting will be March 16, 2016 at 9:30.  

Brad Bagwell made the motion to adjourn. Jay Rayl 2nd the motion.  With no further discussion, the meeting adjourned.
