President Mark Heirbrandt called the meeting to order. 
There were no modifications to the agenda. 

Minutes:

President Heirbrandt presented the minutes from July 6, 2016 meeting and asked for any discussion. Brad Bagwell motioned to approve the May minutes as amended. Jay Rayl 2nd the motion.  With no further discussion, the motion passed.
Finances & Claims:
Jay Rayl presented the claims totaling $1,702.25.  Brad Bagwell made the motion to approve the claims.  Jay Rayl 2nd the motion.  With no further discussion the motion passed. 
Shelving / Bridges in Park: 
Siavash Biek of Christopher Burke gave a brief background on what got the board to this point.  The proposed shelving project will take out the 2 bridges from the Tipton City Park.  There has been previous discussion and meetings by the Big Cicero Creek Joint Board and City of Tipton Management about replacing either of the bridges, the costs, and who is responsible.  Siavash explained to the board that action of some kind is needed to proceed with design.  Board attorney stated the board members had the statute stating the board can act as they chose.  Kenton Ward stated that regulated drains were established by either the circuit court or commissioner’s court.  He believed Big Cicero Creek was dredged back in the 30’s meaning this was a regulated drain before most regulated drain ordinances took place. Several board members had been to the park to look at both bridges and the general area.  Brad Bagwell said he noticed the smaller bridge to the northeast looked as though was not used much.  He would support removing both bridges and replacing one with a larger bridge to accommodate both foot and work traffic. Jay Rayl said he had talked with commissioners and community members and their opinion was that one larger bridge would accommodate the needs, and Jay agrees.  Byron Loveless asked the cost.  The cost is approximately $100,000.00 per bridge.  His next question was how does a bridge improve the drainage.  Siavash responded that a bridge does not, but it is a crossing of the drainage.  Byron asked how much the city was going to contribute to putting the bridge back.  President Heirbrandt asked the mayor to add his thoughts.  Mark reminded the board about a past joint meeting where there was discussion about the board working with the city and being good neighbors.  Mayor Don Havens thinks a single bridge approach does hold merit.  He added the smaller northeast bridge is historic and could be considered for elimination.  Secondly, if the larger westerly bridge by the park is improved from the current bridge that the city would be willing to cost share for some improvements.  For instance, if the board replaces the bridge as it is, the city would pay for upsizing or visual enhancements.  Wyatt Johnson added he had spoken to the park board and they would like to see both bridges replaced.  President Heirbrandt stated after he had been on site that the bridges are very close together currently and that one would suffice, especially with the trending push for a healthier lifestyle. Mayor Havens added that if an organization wanted to replace the smaller bridge or utilize it elsewhere that would be great.  He wants to work together.  Brad Bagwell added as he sees it the older smaller bridge only gets you to the ball courts, which is exercise.  He sees the value of the bridge closer to the pool.  Mr. Rayl added he is in favor of the city or the park board assisting in the location and appearance of the bridge.  Brad Bagwell made a motion for CBE to work with the city in locating a bridge that is feasible and acceptable for both the Big Cicero Creek Joint Drainage Board and the city to jointly fund, at an undetermined ratio, and that the board participates in replacing one bridge, working with the city and the park board.  Bert Weaver verified the discussion is about one larger bridge.  Byron stated his stance is 50/50 funding ratio.  Jay Rayl 2nd the motion.  With no further discussion, the motion passed.  President Heirbrandt asked Siavash and CBE to coordinate the next meeting or the next steps.  There is additional bridge design work to do. Jason presented a proposal from CBE to the board with a not to exceed $24,100.00 of additional bridge design work.  He also verified there are other structural professionals that look at this design.  Jason supports this proposal.  Brad Bagwell made a motion to approve the not to exceed estimate of $24,100.00 from CBE for additional bridge design.  Jay Rayl 2nd the motion.  With no further discussion the motion passed. 
Surveyor’s Reports:
Jason – Jason updated that the spraying has begun. It started outside the city limits and notices were mailed.  
Kenton - The logjams that were found in Hamilton County have been reported to VanHorn Excavating.  VanHorn will likely wait until the crops are out to clear that.
