Tipton County Drainage Board: Monday, September 19, 2016 at 12:30 pm

MEMBERS PRESENT: George Tebbe, Mike Cline, Gerald Shuck, Joe VanBibber, Wyatt Johnson, Jason Henderson, and Heather Terry.

CALL MEETING TO ORDER: President George Tebbe called the meeting to order.
There were no modifications to the agenda.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES: Secretary Heather Terry presented the minutes from the August 22, 2016 meeting. Gerald Shuck made a motion to approve the minutes as presented.  Mike Cline 2nd that motion.  With no further discussion the motion passed.
NEW BUSINESS:  Campbell Property Drainage Plan:  This was part of a preliminary plat from 2015.  Jason received a letter from county engineer, Phil Beer, stating he would not recommend the approval of the presented drainage plan for this property.  The letter was presented to the board in their packets and to the Campbell’s engineer prior to the meeting.  Mr. Beer’s letter listed seven items of concern to be corrected before he would approve.  Wyatt Johnson asked David Kuehnen of Cripe Engineering when the calculations were submitted.  Mr. Kuehnen stated two weeks ago, along with the half sized plans with calculations were submitted Wednesday, September 14, 2016.  Then Wyatt Johnson asked Kuehnen what design specifications the drawings were submitted under.  David stated the old spec, like Love’s.  Tipton County Surveyor, Jason Henderson, verified Mr. Kuehnen’s information.  Board president, George Tebbe, agreed.  He added he remembers the conversation from the August meeting stating specifically that Love’s only could use the previous standards, and that all new applicants would have to adhere to the new standards.  Wyatt Johnson read the motion from that meeting that did state Love’s only could use the old standards that were in place when they applied for their permit.  Mike Cline stated there was no other discussion about any other development at the August meeting.  The Campbell’s engineer stated he got the standards used from CBE. Wyatt Johnson suggested the board investigate the Big Cicero Creek standards and the adoption date. George Tebbe added this is an additional development to be built west of a proposed new county road, 625 West.  This development was not present when Love’s initiated their process.  Wyatt Johnson made a motion to direct Cripe Engineering to redesign the Campbell Property to the latest 2015 Big Cicero Creek standards and then resubmit.  Joe VanBibber 2nd the motion.  Property owner Scott Campbell stated his recollection of the 28/31 Love’s design was that they submitted three sections for development and that this plat was on that first drawing.  Campbell’s did not move forward during the moratorium.  He added that he and Cripe did have conversation about what standards were in place at that time.  Wyatt Johnson asked the Cripe engineer how much difference there would be in development and what difference it would make to his site ordeal.  Wyatt added that he believes Mr. Campbell should go to the Big Cicero Creek board and use their standards.  Wyatt also added that he asked CBE to design this and that they would only design to the 2015 standards.  After the discussion, the motion passed. 
Love’s Travel Stops Drainage Plan: Jason began by stating that years ago the Big Cicero Creek Joint Drainage Board approved at the most recent hearing to raise maintenance on the drain, to spend money in the tributaries throughout the Watershed if it were of benefit.  Mr. Henderson also explained that his office abides by the 2015 BCC design standards. Wyatt Johnson asked if anyone can point to the design ordinance prior to 2015; what the old standard was.  Jason Henderson stated the only portion used was the subdivision control ordinance and the HERPIC manual; those are the biggest differences in the two standards.  Jason said that Chrysler did not use BCC design standards.  This is the first development right on Big Cicero Creek.  Jason presented the board with a letter from county engineer, Phil Beer, stating he would not recommend the approval of the presented drainage plan for this property.  The letter was presented to the board in their packets and to the Love’s engineer and Mr. John Janson’s attorney, Patrick Cline, prior to the meeting.  Mr. Beer’s letter listed eight items of concern to be corrected before he would approve.  Some of the items have to be approved by the Indiana Department of Natural Resources.  Wyatt Johnson asked if the IDNR does not approve the plan will that adversely effect the plan and design for Love’s.  The engineer stated he intends to get IDNR approval as presented.  Joe VanBibber stated that if IDNR does not permit this plan then a new Love’s drainage plan would have to come back to the Tipton County Drainage Board for a new plan review, which makes today’s decision irrelevant.  George Tebbe added this board cannot control IDNR.  If Phil Beer and Jason Henderson are satisfied with corrections presented to USI and to the county surveyor, then this should proceed.  Wyatt stated all of this is important to development at 28/31, but it is also important for all of the technicalities to be correct.  Wyatt Johnson made a motion that Love’s Travel Stops be approved provided approval by IDNR and review/confirmation of Indiana code 3.13 and subject to review by county engineer, Phil Beer. Joe VanBibber 2nd the motion.  Joe then asked what standards Phil used to do his review.  Jason Henderson stated he used the subdivision control ordinance and HERPIC manual.  Mike Cline noted Phil approved the plan except for a few minor parts, none of which pertained to code or ordinance violations.  Attorney Patrick Cline asked for clarification that as long as Phil Beer gave a letter of approval that there was no need for him to present before this board again.  That was confirmed.  Joe VanBibber withdrew his 2nd to Wyatt’s motion.  Joe VanBibber presented a new motion for approval of the Love’s Travel Stop Drainage Plan pending approval by USI by a letter to Cripe and that all IDNR comments are corrected and approved.  Mike Cline 2nd the motion.  There was no further discussion.  The motion passed 4-1, Wyatt Johnson voted nay.  
OLD BUSINESS:   Glass Metlin: Jason went to Mr. Stillabower’s and shot the elevation for his heat pump drain.  Heather presented the board with four sealed quotes to remove approximately 60 feet of tile and put in approximately 120 feet of new tile.  Gerald Shuck opened H&M Farm Drainage’s bid: $5,718.00, Joe VanBibber opened Davidson Excavating’s bid: $11,964.00, Mike Cline opened Xtreme Excavating’s bid: $12,000.00.  Wyatt Johnson opened Redman Excavating’s bid: $26,240.00.   Jason stated all of the contractors received the same packet and he recommends going with the lowest bid for this project, which would be H&M Farm Drainage.  George agreed that there is no point to wait or for further review of these bids.  This is the first part to a fix and to moving forward.  Joe VanBibber made a motion to accept the bid from H&M Farm Drainage in the amount of $5,718.00 for the Glass Metlin tile on Morris Stillabower’s property.  Gerald Shuck 2nd the motion.  With no further discussion the motion passed.
JM Bennett: Jason presented a reconstruction packet to the board for the JM Bennett tile. Jason thanked board member Wyatt Johnson for his help with the bid specifications. The estimated cost for this project is below $200,000.00 so a performance bond is not required, however, Jason would like to request a cashier’s check or a bid-bond for 5% of the contractor’s estimate.  There was discussion about placement and connections of the new tile, and the possible crushing of any old tile. The project plans for the new tile to lay adjacent to the existing tile.  15% of the payment will be held until the project is deemed complete and approved.  Joe VanBibber made a motion to authorize Tipton County Surveyor Jason Henderson to advertise for reconstruction bids for the JM Bennett regulate tile as specified in the presented handout. George clarified item #10 should state open trench opposite side west of 700 west. Gerald Shuck 2nd the motion. With no further discussion the motion passed. 
CLAIMS:  Joe VanBibber made a motion to approve the claims totaling $26,194.23. Wyatt Johnson 2nd the motion.  With no further discussion the motion passed.  Wyatt Johnson asked about the GDI balance and requested Heather look into it.  
PUBLIC COMMENT:  Janet Stacy, 4982 N 800 E, Windfall, approached the board concerning an open ditch that runs the west side of her property.  She explained that she had been in to talk to the county surveyor and was told that there are no funds and no maintenance for the Hutcherson Ditch.  Jason explained this is a large watershed that touches four counties. Tipton County has the most acreage of the neighboring counties.  Mrs. Stacy asked about getting funds in place to clean & maintain this ditch.  Jason did tell her that she is welcome to hire work at her expense to work the county easement.  Jason then explained to the board that there is legal way to force neighboring counties to form a joint board.  Jeff Redman stated that he had been approached by a few of the farmers along the Hutcherson and they were beginning talks about the possibility of a private / joint project to get it in good shape.  Jeff added that it would be an expensive venture as some of the trees are quite large.  Mrs. Stacy had a letter dated under Surveyor Cline that presented an estimate of $450,000.00.  Wyatt Johnson suggested that Surveyor Henderson reach out to the neighboring counties involved and get their input.  He would like a report.  
ADJOURNMENT: Mike Cline made motion to adjourn the meeting.  Joe VanBibber 2nd the motion.  With no further discussion, the meeting adjourned.
